KATRINA FREE TREE GIVEAWAY – PART III

After a snafu on Saturday put our New Orleans trees on the Northshore, and after considerable effort from our local Sav-A-Center management, our 4,000 seedlings have now safely arrived at the Sav-A-Center on Carrollton Avenue near Orleans Avenue in Mid-City.  They are located just inside the front door and are in clearly marked buckets - bald cypress, red oak, red maple and black gum.  Please feel free to take what can be planted in the ground. Please beware of underground utilities when digging.
 

These species were selected by the National Arbor Day Foundation in conjunction with the National Audubon Society to begin to restore the urban tree canopy destroyed by Katrina that is on private property. 

Replanting our urban canopy is a tangible investment in our city’s future that everyone can now make.  Urban trees improve environmental quality, reduce noise pollution, cut violent crime rates, raise property values, increase energy efficiency,  sustain bird populations, lower parking lot temperatures, stimulate business, and aid drainage of rain water. 
 

Audubon Mississippi’s collaboration with The National Arbor Day Foundation is part of its overall initiative to promote the recovery of habitat for birds and other wildlife in areas stricken by Hurricane Katrina.  The project, dubbed Operation Backyard Recovery, follows many of the themes of the Audubon At Home program, namely that by taking personal conservation action, everyone can improve the environmental health and habitat quality close to home and, collectively, over the larger landscape.

East Bank, corner of South Claiborne Avenue at Orleans Avenue and on the

West Bank, corner of General DeGaulle and Holiday at the Public Library.

Acceptable items are plastic containers, fiber products such as paper, cardboard, paperboard, shredded paper (in bags), and newspapers as well as metal containers such as aluminum and steel. 
GLASS or hazardous household containers will NOT be accepted.
