January 26th VOTING BEGINS!  January 26th – February 2, 2008 is the Early Voting period for the election on February 9, 2008.  There is no Early Voting on Sunday, January 27th, 2008.  Candidates can research their local early voting location online and notify family, friends, and neighbors where and when they can vote early. 

 

Official listing of all local Registrar of Voters offices for Early Voting locations can be found http://www.sos.louisiana.gov/Portals/0/elections/pdf/COC-ROVlist.pdf .  In Orleans Parish, Early Voting is held on the first floor of City Hall on Perdido Street and free parking is available at the marked parking meters. 

 

February 5, 2008 – Last day to request a Mail Ballot from local Registrar of Voters, except in south Louisiana, where Mardi Gras is February 5th, so the last day to request a Mail Ballot more likely is Monday February 4th, which is only Lundi Gras!

 

February 8, 2008 – Last day for Registrar to receive Mail Ballots (except military and oversees)  Candidates can contact college students living away from home and provide telephone number of the local Registrar of Voters, who will guide the student through the Mail Ballot process. 

 

February 9, 2008 – Election Day.  Only voters registered as being affiliated with the Democratic Party may vote for a Democratic Presidential nominee, a Democratic State Central Committee member or a Democratic Parish Executive Committee member.
