Voter Purge in Orleans Parish was a significant one, but voters may still vote at their original precincts, by signing an affidavit.  This unusual circumstance makes a good case to vote early - during the week of October 6th through October 13th (but not Sunday) at City Hall, if possible - just to clarify voter eligibility prior to Election Day on October 20th.

Early Voting begins October 6th and ends on the following Saturday October 13th (not on Sunday the 7th).    It is not necessary to be out-of-town on Election Day to vote early at City Hall, (or your other local registrar of voters).  Just go to City Hall, 1300 Perdido, park in free-metered spaces in front and go to Room 1W23.

Out-of-Town? Automatic mailing to displaced voters has ended.

College students, this means YOU!

Deborah agrees with Blueprint Louisiana on its Ethics. Education, and Work force training priorities in particular, but takes exception to the absence of a Hurricane Recovery Priority, which must come first for her district in New Orleans (Lakefront to Mid-City).  Her statement concerning Health Care follows. 

"The health care crisis is not unique to Louisiana - it is a national problem.  Private hospitals across the country are straining under an influx of uninsured patients, resulting from the shutdowns of public systems.  As insurance companies have consolidated in recent years, smaller hospitals struggle, while larger facilities with greater bargaining power receive more favorable rates.  The result of this national crisis is a private hospital system that is unable to handle the needs of large communities without the existence of a robust public system.

We can begin by raising eligibility limits of Medicaid to include 100,000 new uninsured adults. And in New Orleans, we need a strong medical complex that services all sectors of the community.  If state funds are significantly diluted by distribution to many smaller, private facilities, I have serious concerns that state-of-the-art excellence can be achieved for a metropolitan area such as New Orleans requires."

Three of the four major candidates for Governor have not signed the Contract that Blueprint presented to candidates.
