Since the February 9th elections, Democratic Parish Executive Committees are regularly meeting, reviewing by-laws and holding events in a surge of new vitality from Lafayette to St Tammany, in Jefferson and Orleans.

 

On March 10th the Honorable Ethel S. Julien, Judge Civil District Court conducted the Swearing-In Ceremony for the 70-member 2008-2012 Orleans Parish Democratic Executive Committee. Fourteen members are elected from each of the five City Council Districts.  Fifty-one new members were elected by voters to join 19 incumbents.

LaRoots will continue to publish as we focus again on elections, but it will include reports from the inside as well as from outside of the official party structure.  Alan and I, as well as our 23 year old daughter Megan, were all elected by Democratic voters to serve on our local Democratic Executive Committee, and I was elected 1st Vice-Chair of that Committee.  I’m lucky enough to serve alongside my favored candidate for Chair, James Gray. His election is the first change in the Chair of the Orleans Parish Democratic Executive Committee since 1991.   I was also elected with a 73% majority to the Democratic State Central Committee to represent District 94.  

 

And I am officially a Hillary Clinton pledged delegate to the Democratic National Convention!  Well, I actually came in 2nd in a race of about a dozen women, but when the victor graduated to super-delegate status, the DNC said the vacancy should go to the 2nd place vote-getter!  This will be my first Convention and these four years have been an amazing journey back into politics, which is where my activism began 40 years ago, around the time of the 1968 Democratic Convention.  My story is not unique but not all activists get to be delegates.
